Press 12 if you have bought your children a
duckling, chick or baby bunny for Easter and it is
now Christmas and no longer cute.

Press 13 if you went through all these 'options’
and didn't hear enough. This press will connect
you to the sounds of tears being shed by one of
our volunteers who is holding a discarded old dog
while the vet mercifully frees him from the grief
of missing his family.

Safety Tips for Children and Pets

Whether your child and family pet are just getting
to know each other or are already on their way to
becoming lifelong friends, the following tips will
help to enrich their relationship, while keeping
both pet and child healthy and safe:

Physical Safety - Teach your child to read your
pet’s body language and identify signs that your
pet wants to be left alone. Teach your child how
to protect himself from an overexcited pet by
demonstrating the basics of dog bite prevention,
such as rolling into a ball, protecting hands and
face and calling for help, rather than running or
screaming if he’s chased by a dog. Teach your
dog to respond to the word “Stop” and encourage
your child to practice using that word when
appropriate.

Toy Safety - Don’t let your pet play with your
child’s toys—they may not be pet-safe. The
reverse is also true.

Mutual Respect - Establish that your pet’s right

child’s right to do so. Teach your child to leave
your pet alone when she retreats to a bed or crate
that you’ve designated as a pet’s “safe spot.”

Responsibility - Reasonable consequences
should be set for a child who neglects his pet-care
chores. Never threaten to get rid of a pet if your
child fails to perform certain duties. Kids may
stop caring about the pet to keep from feeling
vulnerable to the possible loss.

General Rules - When your child and pet are
first getting to know each other, create games that
require your child to rely on words and toys
rather than on direct physical contact with your
pet. Show your child that he can get your pet to
listen by using rewards. This will reduce his
feelings of frustration. If anyone gets upset
during play, a brief time-out is effective for both
children and animals. Establish safe areas where
your child and your pet can spend time by
themselves, separately, for a brief period.

Shopping For A Puppy?

Several years ago | was engaged in a
conversation with some co-workers about the
frustration | feel with the vending of puppies on
our city streets and in pet shops. When one of my
friends sincerely said, “Well, if I decided I
wanted a puppy, where should I go to get one?”
This really began to make me think — if she didn’t
know, then | am sure there are many others that
don’t know all of the options available as well.

Once you decide you are ready to commit to a
pet, do your homework. Many physical traits of
certain types or breeds of dogs can be fairly
predictable. Some are good traits like size, coat
and hair types, and some are bad, such as over-
breeding, health problems and so forth. Some
breeds also have general personality traits. Your
local shelter, breed rescue group, or humane
organization should be happy to help you find the
pet suitable for your lifestyle.

It's easy to fall in love with an adorable puppy or
kitten; however, don't get a pet on impulse!
Raising a pet is a lifetime commitment. Pets often
arrive at animal shelters - not because of the pet -
but because of changes at the pet's former home
such as divorce, downsizing or because the
family didn't realize the expense and energy that
went into raising a pet. Most of the dogs that end
up in our local shelters are still young dogs. The
once cute puppy has become a dog and is no
longer of interest. This is a very sad and
disturbing fact, but those of us involved in animal
rescue combat distorted ways of thinking every
day.

4 million cats and dogs — about one every 8
seconds - are killed in shelters the United States
every year. A shelter is a great place to start
when looking for a puppy. You will literally be
saving a life. Considering an adult dog is also an
excellent option. You will know what you are
getting and many times the animal will fit right in
to your home bypassing some of the difficult
puppy stages. Shelter staff is ready and willing to
offer support as you introduce your new family
member. They are committed to a better life for

the animals and their caretakers, and are not
invested in the cause for anything other than that
reason.

Petfinder is a great way to look online and will
help you narrow your search down in any number
of ways (location, breed, etc.) Many shelters will
also network and keep updated lists of people
looking for specific breeds. It is not uncommon
for us to become involved in transport helping an
animal reach it’s potential home.

There are a couple of local breeders that | would
personally recommend if a person must purchase
a dog from a breeder to secure the dog or puppy
they are looking for. 1 am supportive of these
individuals and the care they give their animals.
You can contact me personally for this
information through our e-mail address on our
website at
www.pulaskicountyhumanesociety.org.

Responsible breeders typically do not sell their
puppies to pet stores. Most responsible breeders
want to meet and screen prospective owners to
ensure that their puppies are going to good
homes. Sadly, most pet store puppies come from
puppy mills where dogs are not bred for good
health and temperament and where they are often
raised in inhumane conditions. Buying a puppy
off of the Internet sight unseen can also be a very
deceiving experience. | recommend seeing the
facility where the puppy was born and the parents
of the puppy. If a breeder refuses to do that and
will only meet you at a neutral location —
BEWARE. Some pet shops allow rescues and
humane organizations to bring their dogs in for
adoption events. If that is the case then they will
indicate that the dogs are rescues. We are always
grateful for their support.

Those of us that dedicate our time and resources
to the efforts of the Pulaski County Humane
Society would be happy to assist and talk to
anyone searching for a pet. Some of our many
success stories will soon follow!

Her Name is Allie
A lesson in caring and cooperation

Andy and Judy Lowe, reunited with their dog Allie.

A couple of weeks ago, several photos appeared
in my inbox from Jennifer Bressner. They were of
dogs in the Dixon pound she was trying to place. A
couple of them appeared to be young dogs, but one
photo was of a dog that appeared quite old — the image
tugged at me but | made no comment back to Jennifer.

About a week later Jennifer sent her picture
again. “It’s sad”, she said, “that she will spend her
last days on a concrete slab”. The workers at Dixon
had told Jennifer that this old girl had come from
Crocker.

When dogs are running at large in Crocker and
not identified, the city utilizes the Dixon pound (this is
the current agreement between the two cities) for the
appropriate hold time and transports the dogs there to
await being claimed. Both cities had done, and were
doing what they were supposed to- but this dog’s time
was running out.

For the five days she had been there, she hadn’t
eaten, relieved herself, or even stood up. | senta
message to Jennifer that | would take her, care for her,
assess her, and then if need be, have her euthanized.
At least | would be able to love on her for a few days
and let her know that someone cared.

The weather had cooled and | had a nice pen
available with grass and a bedded house. Jennifer and
her girls brought her to me that evening. They stayed a
while and we got the old girl settled in. She ate a half
can of food and drank. She could stand with help,
would get shaky and then collapse. We left her on a
thick layer of bedding and went about our busy
evenings. | would have time to look her over more at
a later time.

What I discovered was, yes, this girl was older —
definitely a “senior” dog — but her disability was
possibly coming from an injury that was near the end
of it’s external healing. An injury so severe that it
appeared to involve her spinal column and was
possibly causing the tremors and instability she was
having.

Most importantly, this injury indicated that this
dog had been taken care of by someone. There is no
way she would have survived an injury so severe in
the heat and flies of this summer if someone hadn’t
cared for her. Where had she come from?

Over the next few days the old girl, who | had
begun to call Sadie, continued to improve. She was
able to stand on her own, and for longer periods of
time. She was actually able to move about the yard. |
had given her a bath and brushed her out. She was
relieving herself without assistance.

After five days, there were no signs of tremor or
collapse and | actually caught her trotting down my
gravel road twice! Close calls for sure, as her hearing
and eyesight are not as keen as | know they once
were.

My dogs had seen, and had been slowly
introduced to Sadie, so | made the decision to put her
in my front fenced yard. She didn’t care much about
running and playing so my dogs left her alone. This
was working out well and we were all happy.

If 1 didn’t find out whom she belonged to, then
staying with me would be no problem. | had already
become quite attached and an extra 20-30 hugs a day
were good for me too.

Billy Jean Walker of the Waynesville Animal
Shelter, and my close friend, had made me some
flyers to hang. | placed them in several stores in
Crocker. Last Friday the phone call came — Sadie
was actually Allie! She belonged to Andy and Judy
Lowe of Crocker — all the way north of town past the
high school.

No one knows how she ended up in the middle
of town and I suspect a car may have hit her during
her travel. That, combined with the accident the
Lowe’s had nursed her through this summer had left
her pretty debilitated when she ended up over in the
Dixon pound.

I consider it an honor and a privilege to have
been in a position to take care of this dog. Never once
was she a burden. | looked forward to seeing her
every day and | would have continued to take care of
her as long as she needed me.

She helped to ease the pain | feel over the
disappearance of Princess. Because of her, | was able
to work through one of the many difficult and trying
times of animal rescue.

If not for the care, concern and cooperation of
the city of Dixon, and PCHS volunteers, Allie would
have indeed, spent her last days on a concrete slab.
