He lived happily 

with them as a member of their family for almost 

a year.  Problems began when he didnôt 

understand property boundaries without a fence 

and was impounded several times.  Fortunately, 

the family was able to contact me through the 

Waynesville Animal Shelter and I agreed to 

bring him back and try to find him another 

home.  As inconvenient as this was for me, I was 

glad they had tracked me downéafter all, Bandit 

was family to me.  

He has grown into such a strikingly beautiful 

dog.  He obviously has some ñSpitzò type 

characteristics and his stand up ears and glossy 

black coat make him an object of attention.  He 

and his brother Fearless are almost identical with 

Fearless just slightly smaller.   

When we arrived home, Bandit did not leave my 

side.  He was used to being the only dog, bonded 

tightly to his human family.  It took several 

weeks for him to settle in and relax (neutering 

helped!) but now he is one of the crew.  Bandit is 

a playful, loving beautiful black dog.  An added 

plus ï he makes a great running partner!

Toto (1933-1944) ï Toto was played by a female dog 

named, Terry. Although Totoôs breed never was 

specified in the famous Wizard of Oz book by L. 

Frank Baum, the illustrator drew a dog very similar 

to a Cairn Terrier.  

 

She earned $125 a week which was more than many 

of the human actors in the movie. She appeared in 12 

other movies during her Hollywood career. 

 

Willy (1976-2003) ï Willy, from the feature movie 

Free Willy, was an orca whale named Keiko captured 

off the coast of Iceland in 1979.  Keiko lived most his 

life in various marine parks, sometimes in horrible 

conditions.  

 

A campaign was started to return Keiko back to the 

wild. After rehabilitation and preparations to be 

returned, he finally was returned off the coast of 

Norway in 2002.  

 

Unfortunately, it was very difficult for him to live in 

the wild because he was so familiar with humans and 

after one year on his own, he died due to pneumonia.

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STUDENTS FOR DOGS!

The month of May was an exciting one for Mrs. 

Brownôs 2
nd

 grade and Mrs. Nicholôs 3
rd

 grade 

classes at Pick Elementary.  The classes received 

a S.L.I.C.E. mini grant (Service Learning 

through Interactive Community Engagement) to 

make dog beds (like cots) for dogs in area 

shelters.  This opportunity allowed students to 

assess community needs and then apply 

classroom skills to carry out the project. 

 The beds were an idea brought to the Pulaski 

County Humane Society by PCHS member Barb 

Boyer.  She and her husband had purchased 

materials and made several beds on their own for 

our area shelters to use.  The materials used for 

construction are easy to clean and disinfect thus 

making them desirable in facilities housing 

multiple dogs.  The dogs like being able to be off 

of the floor to lie down.  

PCHS member Kim Fuhr had worked with Mrs. 

Browns and Mrs. Nichols classes discussing 

animal care and pet awareness and thought these 

would be perfect classes to work with on this 

grant project.  Community Resource 

Coordinator, Dr. Kim Hawk of the Waynesville 

R-6 School District, and Shari Gifford 

(Community VISTA) provided the patience and 

support needed through the application process 

to make this project a reality.  

 

Once the students assembled the frames, soldiers 

from the 103
rd

 Engineer Company, 94
th
 Engineer 

Battalion were on hand to assist the students with 

construction of the beds.  We couldnôt have done 

it without them!  

The project culminated with a trip to the Ft. 

Leonard Wood Vet Clinic.  While there the 

students toured the facilities and delivered 

several of the beds for them to use.  This 

experience was a true example of school and 

community coming together to meet a need.

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DOGGED BY OBESITY

Man's best friend is battling one of manôs worst 

enemies -- obesity. Up to 40% of dogs in the U.S. 

weigh too much. Like people, overweight dogs are at 

risk for health problems, from arthritis to heart 

disease. This is one challenge you and your pet can 

face together. Research suggests people who exercise 

with their dogs are more likely to stick to a fitness 

program. The key is finding activities you both enjoy. 

  

Walking  
Brisk walking is an ideal exercise for human and 

hound. The benefits include a stronger heart, lower 

blood pressure, more energy, denser bones, and a 

lower risk of depression. In dogs, regular walks can 

also reduce common behavior problems. "There's no 

set rule for how far a dog should walk," says Kathy 

Snyder, DVM, of Texas A&M University. "Just work 

slowly toward a goal with a gradual increase in the 

speed and length of walks." A trip to the vet for your 

dog and a doctor's checkup for you is recommended 

before starting an exercise program. 

  

Jogging 
Not all dogs are built to jog. Greyhounds, for 

example, are pros at short-distance sprinting, but can 

become fatigued during long-distance runs. If you 

want to jog with your dog, choose a breed that is 

suited to distance-running, such as a Labrador. Wait 

until your pup is full grown and then gradually build 

up to a 30-minute excursion. This should include five 

minutes of warm-up, 20 minutes of jogging, and five 

minutes of cooldown. 

  

Swimming 
Swimming is an all-in-one workout that is especially 

beneficial for people or dogs with arthritis. Because 

it's a low-impact sport, swimming is easy on the 

joints. But that doesnôt mean it's a wimpy workout. 

Swimming works various muscle groups, improves 

endurance, and strengthens the heart and lungs. Not 

all dogs enjoy swimming, so start slowly. Use toys or 

treats for encouragement, and if your dog still resists, 

find another sport. 

  

Frisbee 
Frisbee offers a classic canine workout. You can play 

a relaxed game in your own yard or join a formal 

"Disc Dog" team. Participating in competitions may 

give you and your dog greater motivation to practice 

regularly. "Goal-oriented sports are great," says 

Synder, "because they not only allow the dog to 

exercise, but also are a fun activity that allows for 

continued behavior training and contributes to the 

owner-pet bond." 

 

Avoiding Overkill  
When exercising with your dog, watch for signs that 

one of you may be overdoing it. You are working too 

hard if you canôt speak comfortably. Your dog may 

be overworked if he is breathing fast, panting 

excessively, staggering, or refusing to follow you. If 

either of you are stiff, sore, or exhausted for hours 

after a workout, take it easier next time. 

 

Preventing Heat Exhaustion 
Just like people, dogs are susceptible to dehydration 

and heat exhaustion. On hot days, Snyder suggests 

bringing a water bottle and foldable drinking bowl or 

sticking to places with a public water source. Signs of 

dehydration in dogs include excessive panting, 

confusion, weakness, and collapse. Brachycephalic or 

short-faced breeds, such as bulldogs and boxers, are 

especially vulnerable because they donôt pant 

efficiently. 

 

GREEN YOUR PET 

There are plenty of ways to show the planet some 

love with eco-friendly pet parenting. Just like us, our 

beloved animal companions love to eat and playðbut 

they havenôt yet mastered the art of recycling or 

composting. Here are some simple steps you can take 

to reduce your petôs carbon paw print.  

Tap is where itôs at! Give your pet filtered tap water 

instead of bottled to drink. If you must use bottled 

water, be sure to recycle the bottle. 

Scoop the poop with biodegradable bags instead of 

plastic bags. Kitty parents, go for eco-friendly cat 

litters, avoiding brands containing mined minerals. 

Donôt reach for the bleach to clean your petôs 

messes. Use vinegar insteadðitôs green, removes 

odors and kills bacteria.  

Action Tip:  Reuse and recycle by contacting local 

animal shelters and asking if they need extra 

towels, bedding, leashes, litter boxes, pet toys or 

other gently used items that you plan to throw away.

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DOGS ALSO SUFFER FROM ALLERGIES 

TO FOOD, POLLENéAND CATS!

If your pet has been showing signs of itchy 

discomfort lately, clouds of potent springtime 

pollen may be to blame. Just like people, cats 

and dogs can be allergic to common 

environmental substances including pollen, mold 

and dust mitesðand they can also be allergic to 

ingredients in their diets and to fleas. According 

to the ASPCA, more than 20% of pets may 

suffer from some sort of allergy. Most cats and 

dogs that are going to develop allergies do so in 

their first years, although adult onset also occurs. 

Common signs of allergies include recurrent ear 

or skin infections and scratching, licking, 

chewing/biting or face-wiping; the face, ears, 

armpits and paws are most often the targets of a 

petôs distress. 

If you suspect your pet is suffering from 

allergies, talk to your veterinarian, who can 

provide short-term relief by prescribing itch-

control medication, and then help determine the 

source of the allergy or refer you to a specialist 

in veterinary dermatology. 

How can allergies be treated? The best way to 

treat allergies is to remove the offending 

allergens from the environment.  

Prevention is the best treatment for fleas. Start a 

flea control program for all of your pets before 

the season starts. One outdoor pet can not only 

be exposed, but can carry fleas inside to indoor 

pets. See your veterinarian for advice about the 

best flea control products for both your cat and 

the environment.  

Use a dust-free, unscented litter. Your cat might 

have an allergy to the chemicals in scented litter.  

If dust is causing your petôs allergic symptoms, 

clean your pet's bedding once a week and 

vacuum a minimum of twice weeklyðthis 

includes rugs, curtains and any other materials 

that gather dust.  

Bathing your pet one or two times per week 

regularly may help relieve itching and remove 

environmental allergens and pollens from her 

skin; talk to your veterinarian for a shampoo 

recommendation, as frequent bathing can also 

dry out skin.  

If you suspect your pet has a food allergy, sheôll 

need to be put on an exclusive prescription or 

hydrolyzed protein diet. Once the allergy is 

determined, your vet will recommend specific 

foods or a home-cooked diet.  

Are there allergy medications? Since certain 

substances cannot be removed from the 

environment, your vet may recommend 

medications to control the allergic reaction: 

In the case of airborne allergens, your dog may 

benefit from allergy injections. These will help 

your pet develop resistance to the offending 

agent, instead of just masking the itch.  

Antihistamines such as Benadryl can be used, 

but may only benefit a small percentage of dogs 

with allergies. Ask your vet first.  

Fatty acid supplements might help relieve your 

dogôs itchy skin. There are also shampoos that 

may help prevent skin infection, which occurs 

commonly in dogs with allergies. Sprays 

containing oatmeal, aloe and other natural 

products are also available.  

An immune modulating drug may also be 

helpful.  

There are several flea-prevention products that 

can be applied monthly to your dogôs skin.  

If the problem is severe, you may have to resort 

to cortisone to control the allergy. However these 

drugs are strong and should be used with caution 

and only under the guidance of your veterinarian. 

Note: Do not give your cat medications unless 

prescribed by a veterinarian.
